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Volunteer Screening Practice at the Toronto Public Library:

Thank you for your interest in volunteering with the Toronto Public Library’s Reading and Homework Help programs. Candidates applying for volunteer opportunities with the Toronto Public Library must complete the following screening process, which takes approximately two to four weeks:

1. Applicant obtains the volunteer application form (available from libraries that conduct the program).

2. Applicant completes the volunteer application form. 

3. Applicant arranges to have the two provided reference forms filled out.

4. Applicant returns volunteer application form with completed reference forms attached, in sealed envelopes, to the library.

5. The Program Coordinator interviews selected applicants.

Note: Coordinators oversee multiple locations and call those applicants selected for interviews to arrange a suitable interview time.

6. Applicant completes a Police Reference Check form at the volunteer interview.

7. Successful volunteer applicants participate in a volunteer training session at a scheduled date.

8. Placements begin and continue, subject to the return of a satisfactory Police Reference Check (which is paid for by the Toronto Public Library).
