Observer

· uses a checklist to evaluate group

· gives checklist to teacher

Record Keeper

· keeps all information in a folder

· works with Task Checker to record who has completed work, shared, etc.

Task Checker

· checks for completion of graphic organizers

· collects work at the end of the period and gives to record keeper
