The most brilliant 20-word book of the season, and a stellar example of what a board book should be.  The stars of the bestselling Duck & Goose and Duck, Duck, Goose introduce opposites with a simple text (one word per page), colourful illustrations (check out “sad” Goose), and inimitable characters.  

A Kitten Tale by Eric Rohman – Knopf – 978-0-517-70915-3 -- $20.99HC – 32 pages – Picture Book – Ages 3-6 – January 2008
Once there were four kittens who had never seen snow. The first three kittens are wary—snow is cold, it’s wet, it covers everything. As the seasons pass and winter begins to loom, the three skittish kittens worry. But the fourth kitten is getting excited. Snow will cover everything! “I can’t wait!”  Deceptively simple text and illustrations combine to create a potential classic.

Mammoth Pie by Jeanne Willis, illustrated by Tony Ross – Andersen Press – 978-1-84270-659-6 -- $24.95HC – 32 pages – Picture Book – Ages 4-8 – March 2008
On top of a mountain there lived a fat mammoth. Down in the valley there lived a thin caveman. The caveman was hungry -- very, very hungry.  But a mouthwatering mammoth pie turns out to be more difficult to come by than the caveman could ever imagine!  The same wit as Tadpole’s Promise (978-1-84270-426-4, $11.95).
Bringing in the New Year by Grace Lin – Knopf  – 978-0-375-83745-6 -- $20.99HC – 32 pages – Picture Book – Ages 3-7 – January 2008

An exuberant yet simple story follows a family as they prepare for the Lunar New Year: sweeping out the dust of the old year, hanging decorations, making dumplings, putting on new clothes and celebrating with friends at the dragon parade, from the author of Dim Sum for Everyone, Kite Flying and Fortune Cookie Fortunes.

Night Running: How James Escaped With the Help of His Faithful Dog by Elisa Carbone – Knopf  – 978-0-375-82247-6 -- $21.99HC – 40 pages – Ages 6-9 – January 2008

It’s 1838, and James has made a secret plan to escape slavery, but he tells his dog Zeus he must stay behind because he’s too noisy.  Luckily, Zeus does not obey, and the scrappy hound rescues James from would-be captors and dangerous situations more than once.  Based on a true story.
Face to Face With Frogs by Mark W.
