B-boy Blues: A Seriously Sexy, Fiercely Funny, Black-on-Black Love Story. James Earl Hardy. USA: Alyson, 1994. 

Mitchell is young, black, educated, and gay. He meets Raheim, a B-boy and the man of his dreams in this first-rate love story. Highly recommended for both gay and black literature collections.
Daughters of Darkness: Lesbian Vampire Stories. Pam Keesey. USA: Cleis, 1993. 

By combining the ideas of women as vampires and women as seductive lesbians, Keesey doubles the force of images that have historically crystallized society's fear of powerful women.
Funny Boy. Shyam Selvadurai. Canada: McClelland & Stewart, 1994. 

This poignant coming-of-age novel charts a boy's loss of innocence as he grapples with family, politics, and sexuality.

The L Word: Season One.  Canada: CanWest, 2004.

Our #1 DVD. Follows the lives and loves of a small, close-knit group of lesbians living in Los Angeles as well as the friends and family members that either support or loath them.

An examination on the effect of Franco-era religious schooling and sexual abuse on the lives of two longtime friends. Spanish. 
Maurice. USA: Home Vision Entertainment, 1987. 

Two male English school chums find themselves falling in love at Cambridge. Based on E.M. Forster's classic novel of coming to terms with sexuality in the Edwardian age.

Ultimate Lesbian Short Film Festival. USA: Wolfe Vid., 2006.

Ten short films that they range in genre and description from comedy, drama, horror, to just plain “what were you thinking?”

Stunningly beautiful portrait of an Iranian refugee struggling between survival in small-town Germany and her love for a local woman. German/Persian/English. 

Brokeback Mountain. Canada: Alliance Atlantis, 2006. 

Based on the 'E. Annie Proulx' story about a forbidden and secretive relationship between two cowboys and their lives over the years.

Confusion of Genders. USA: Picture This!, 2000. 

A bisexual lawyer juggles a complex tangle of human relationships in this frisky French romantic comedy. 

Young Adult (Non-fiction and Fiction)
Choir Boy.  Charlie Anders. USA:  Soft Skull Press, 2005.

Our #1 Novel. 12 year old Berry’s decision to transition initially stems from his desire to remain a choir boy rather than to live as another gender.  Both explicit and funny. To date this is the best book featuring a “trans” character. Cross marketed to adults and young adults. 
Swimming in the Monsoon Sea. Canada: Tundra, 2007. 
In Sri Lanka in 1980, 14-year-old Amrith is forced to confront his feelings about his birth family when Niresh, a cousin from Canada, visits. Eloquent. Even better than Funny Boy. 
Rainbow Boys. Alex Sanchez. USA: Simon Pulse, 2003. 

Very popular series. The first book in a trilogy about three very different gay boys in high school. 
Mosh Pit. Kristyn Dunnion.  Calgary, AB:  Red Deer Press, 2005.  

Excellent. “Teens will devour it, parents will fear it and smart booksellers will stock it.” – Canadian Bookseller. 
Crush. Carrie Mac. Canada: Orca, 2006. 
An easy to read mini-novel about two girls who fall in love. 

Peters, Julie Anne. Luna.  New York:  Little, Brown, and Company, 2004.

The first young adult book to focus on transgendered issues. Told through the eyes of Luna’s sister.  Although two dimensional—Luna’s gender is her only characteristic—this is a good resource.

Hello, Cruel World: 101 Alternatives to Suicide for Teens, Freaks, and Other Outlaws. Kate Bornstein. USA: Seven Stories, 2006. (Non-fiction)

Indispensable. Kate bravely and wittily shares personal and unorthodox methods of survival for staying alive outside the box.  A much-needed unconventional approach to suicide prevention.

Our # 1 Board Book. Shows queer and straight parents and the activities that make up their daily lives (being fed, changed, walked, hugged etc.). 

And Tango Makes Three. Justin Richardson. USA: Simon & Schuster, 2005.

Our #1 Picture Book. The Incredibly True Adventure of Two Boy Penguins in Love, and their baby Tango. 
One Dad, Two Dads, Brown Dads, Blue Dads. Johnny Valentine. USA: Alyson, 2004. 

Fun. Dr. Seuss-style look at kids with two dads. 

Pugdog. Andrea U'Ren. USA: Farrar, Straus & Giroux, 2001. 

Mike discovers that his "good boy" Pugdog is actually a girl and seeks to correct his mistake by encouraging her to be “lady.”

Mom and Mum Are Getting Married. Ken Setterington. Canada: Second Story, 2004. 

Rosie and her brother get to carry the rings when their moms get married. 

Sissy Duckling. Harvey Fierstein. USA: Simon & Schuster, 2002. 

Elmer saves the day with his sissy know-how. In a campy, triumphant ending, he loudly proclaims, "I am a big sissy and proud of it!"
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
