Title:  Ninja Cowboy Bear

Grade Level: Primary

Category: Picture Book

Synopsis: Three friends quarrel over who is better. After a few competitions
they each discover that they might not be the best at everything, but each one
has a unique trait.

Thematic/Curriculum Connections: Diversity, conflict resolution, self-esteem,
competition.

Activities:

Game
A simple game at the end of the book will provide entertainment for younger
children.
