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Lesson Topic:
Annotated Bibliography
Grade Level:    Grade 12



Library Lesson





Purpose and Objectives:


To create an annotated bibliography of secondary sources, assessing their usefulness for helping readers understand a novel or a non-fiction source.


Learning Goals: By the end of class, students will recognize the components of an annotated bibliography and will demonstrate this by writing 2 annotations using the resources provided.
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Resources and Materials:





Power Point Presentation, How to Write an Annotation Worksheet, Examples of Annotated Bibliographies, 3 articles, Practice Worksheet on Annotated Bibliographies, Rubric.  





Lesson Outline:





--Show Powerpoint presentation; ask questions as you go through presentation 


-- Give Handouts to students.	


--Refer to worksheet “How to Write an Annotation”. 


Review criteria for a good annotation.  Have students complete the worksheet.       Discuss their answers.


--Students should have 2 or 3 articles. Instruct them to choose 2 of the articles and write a brief annotation for each on the worksheet provided. (Ideally the articles will relate to their topic so you may choose to select different short articles for this exercise.) Refer them to the Rubric and spend a few minutes discussing it.


Remind them to refer to the list of criteria on the 	“How to Write an Annotation”   worksheet.	


--Circulate and check students’work – offer suggestions and guidance.  


--Collect annotated worksheets and assess using rubric.





Assessment and Evaluation:





--Observation; assist where necessary and direct/answer questions as necessary.


--Use rubric to assess students’ work.
