1. A power point presentation of invention you have researched.

2. An oral presentation 

Your Power Point will follow:

1. The format on the power point planner handout

Your Presentation will include:

1. An introduction that captures the audience’s attention and gives the name of your invention and what it is used for.

2. The body of your presentation will include:

· Information about the inventor

· Information about the process he/she used to create this invention

· Detailed information about the invention

· Slogan to advertise your invention

3. A conclusion that summarizes why your audience should buy the invention.

Process - In the library

1. Research a Canadian invention and its inventor chosen from the list given to you by your teacher. Everyone must research a different invention.

2. Write questions under each heading. (Question Matrix.) 

3. Show questions to the teacher.

4. Make a list of all your sources.

5. Find the answers to your questions using the sources given. Write the answers in point form, not in sentences.

After going to the library

1. First day bring in notes and list of sources for in-class assessment 

2. Second day use your notes and the power point template (storyboard) to prepare your power point.

3. Third day bring in power point template for in-class assessment

4. Make your power point presentation. It must be 2-5 minutes long.
