Data	Set	

•  Includes	quan=ta=ve	data	provinces	are	
already	collec=ng.	

•  Current	par=cipa=ng	provinces	include:	AB,	
BC,	MB,	NB,	NS,	ON,	and	SK.	

•  Currently	from	2011-2014	(except	ON	where	
only	data	up	to	2013	was	available).	

•  2015	data	should	be	available	this	summer	for	
most	provinces.	

Data	Set	



•  Requested	permission	to	view	and	use	data	
from	all	provincial	and	territorial	data	
collec=ons.		Compared	survey	ques=ons	for	
common	elements.	

•  Open	to	all	provincial	libraries	to	par=cipate	on	
behalf	of	their	libraries,	or	for	libraries	to	
par=cipate	directly.	

•  Could	be	expanded	to	include	trends	ques=ons	
or	other	library	data.	

Process	



•  Access	is	complimentary	to	all	Canadian	
libraries.	

•  Data	is	currently	limited	to	public	libraries.	
•  We	would	like	to	encourage	library	schools	to	
access	the	data	and	share	their	analysis	back	
through	the	site.	

•  Directory	is	public,	with	no	need	to	register.	
•  Coun=ng	Opinions	provincial	and	public	library	
subscribers	already	have	access,	with	no	need	
to	register.
